TREASURER’S REPORT, YEAR ENDED 31ST MARCH 2007

The club made a modest surplus last year, with an excess of income over expenditure of £492, compared with a surplus of £567 the previous year. 

Income decreased by £1,359 overall compared to the previous year, largely due to a £1,629 reduction in table money, resulting from attendance averaging only 10.9 tables this year compared with 13.3 in 2005/6. Income from membership fees increased by £395 in the year, reflecting the increase from £5 to £10 per player collected with a view to covering expected costs, as advised at last year’s AGM, although the expected increase was partially offset by reduced membership.

Expenditure decreased by £1,284 of which £1,291 represents reduced table money due to SBBC based on the lower attendance. Expenditure on League of Eight matches increased by £236, mainly due to an increase of £16 for each home match payable to SBBC for the 2006/7 season. Increased expenditure on competitions reflects the fact that we hosted the annual friendly match between Burnham and Ascot in 2006. 

In overall terms, the club’s finances remain in a reasonably healthy position. As at the end of March, we held total funds of £4,312 (2006 - £3,820) after allowing for all provisions.
