The Chairman opened the meeting at 7.00 pm by welcoming and thanking all those present for attending.
Minutes of AGM 2007
The minutes of last year’s AGM were presented and accepted as a true record of the meeting -proposed by Chris Burley, seconded by Chrys Poole and carried unanimously. 
Chairman's Report 
A copy of the Chairman’s Report had not been published on the club’s web site for a week but copies were available at all tables. Graham assumed everyone had read the report before the meeting and highlighted three items in his report.

· ‘Early’ Finish. The club has a target of finishing club evenings, (including presentation of the results), by 10.45. This means a prompt 7.30 start, and the final round being played at the same rate as all the others. All pairs are guaranteed to play at least 24 boards, so if there is an even number of pairs the director may cancel the last round.

· EBU Strategy Document. The EBU will have an EGM on June 4th. The county has set up a meeting on Thursday 1st May to which representatives of all the clubs in the county are invited. The committee will meet Monday 21st April to discuss the subject, based on input prepared by the three club officers. Members are asked to contact Graham, Nigel or Evelyn before April 21st with their input.
· League of 8. Graham mentioned the success of all our teams in the League of Eight this season. Details are to be found in the Secretary’s report. Robin Gardiner, Club Teams Captain, is stepping down and will be replaced with Nigel Lancaster. As we are a bit top heavy, (two teams in division 1 and two in division 2 next year), Graham also urged new players to come forward to join existing teams as well as a possible fifth team.

There were no questions and the report was accepted. 
Secretary's Report 
The report had not been published on the web but copies were available at all tables. Anders quickly focused on three items as well

· League of 8. This season has been even more successful than last year’s stunning performance. Our A and B teams are staying in division 1. The C team finished third in division 2 and the D team won division 3 to be promoted to division 2. The E team, based on our Academy members finished mid table. Thus, we now have four teams in the two top divisions.

· David was thanked for his never-ending job of updating the web site year after year.

· Anders is leaving the committee at this AGM and thanked his peers for a nice time
Treasurer's Report 
Nigel Marlow, the treasurer, had copied his report and put copies on each table. He informed the AGM that there is nothing controversial in the report and that financially the club is ‘nice and sound’. 

On a specific question, Nigel explained that the club was charged £64 by the SBBC per League of 8 Match, but collected only £32 in table money -   this explained a large part of the L of 8 deficit.
Russell Brown proposed the report be accepted, seconded by Evelyn Crossley and carried unanimously.
Election of Officers and Committee members
Frances Sargent, (after eight years), and Anders Wallen, (after two years), are stepping down as Membership Secretary and Secretary respectively and are both leaving the committee. Russell Brown had volunteered to take on the role of Membership Secretary, but did not wish to be a committee member. Evelyn will replace Anders as Secretary. Two members (Tony Hatch and Alan Bevan) were willing to join the committee.  
Proposed by David Beever and seconded by Andrea Teversham, the new committee was re-elected en bloc unanimously.
