1.  Apologies:   Nigel Marlow.
2.  Minutes of Cttee meeting held on 30th June 2008 agreed.

3.  Matters arising: there was a brief discussion about the Academy. Numbers have fluctuated a bit but there are 5 people registered.
4. Children in Need Sim pairs (10th November): Evelyn had asked Nigel Marlow for advice re charging for this. E-cats suggested a minimum of £2.90 which is the charge for EBU sim pairs.
