Secretary’s Report 2010-2011

Traditionally the secretary’s report covers our club’s participation in the County League of Teams of 8. Nigel Lancaster who is our Lof 8 co-ordinator has provided the following feedback:

League-of-8 2010-2011

1. Summary

The Club was again represented by four teams playing in the Berks & Bucks League-of-8 divisions, with the third and fourth divisions split for the first time into North and South subsections with the aim of minimising travelling.

In all, 47 members represented the Club during the course of the season, 13 of these pulling on the shirt of more than one team: the ‘A’ called on 10 members, the ‘B’ team 19, the ‘C’ team 18, and the ‘D’ team 16. For several members, 2010-11 was their debut season, which is heartening to see.

All Club members are asked if they would like to represent the Club in league-of-8, either as squad member or occasional fill-in and it’s based on this response that we determine how many teams to field. Once that decision’s made, it’s up to the captains to arrange their matches and select the teams – a demanding task on occasions.

So this is an appropriate opportunity to thank all 47 members for their contributions, and particularly to thank captains Nigel Marlow, Steve Lee, Angela Flintoft, and Colin Dale for their sterling efforts.

2. The Results

Whilst it would gratifying to report that each one of our teams won their respective divisions, this wasn’t quite the outcome.

After an indifferent start, the ‘A’ team dug in and in the end finished 4th in Division 1.

As at 14th May, the ‘B’  and ‘C’ teams were lying 4th and 6th respectively in Division 2, although the final match between New Amersham ‘C’ and Newbury ‘A’ could have a slight impact on final positions.

Turning to the ‘D’ team then, they went into their final match against SBBC ‘C’ needing just 3 VPs to win the division, assuming their superior goal difference over SBBC ‘B’ was maintained. Unfortunately their superior goal [i.e. imp] difference was not maintained . . .

. . . but they managed to secure 4 VPs from the match, so congratulations to Colin Dale and the 15 other Club members, who finish the season as Division 4B champions.
