ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING, 27TH APRIL 2009
TREASURER’S REPORT, YEAR ENDED 31ST MARCH 2009
The club made a small surplus last year, with an excess of income over expenditure of £128, compared with a deficit of £81 the previous year. 

Income increased by £1,543 overall compared to the previous year, largely due to a £1,578 increase in table money, mainly resulting from Burnham taking over the Wednesday IMP-ed teams evening at the centre from last July, which averaged 3.1 tables and brought in an additional £1,385. In addition, Monday evening attendance averaged 12.0 tables this year compared with 11.7 in 2007/8. 

Expenditure increased by £1,334 of which £1,411 represents additional table money due to SBBC, £1,265 relating to the Wednesday evening teams sessions, the balance due to the slightly higher average attendance. The £244 cost of competitions this year is due to Burnham hosting the annual friendly match against Ascot. Expenditure on prizes reduced by £109 reflecting less engraving that needed to be done this year, and sundry expenditure reduced by £93 as the only expenditure was a gift for Renee Beever’s 90th birthday.
In overall terms, the club’s finances remain in a healthy position. As at the end of March, we held total funds of £4,359 (2008 - £4,231) after allowing for all provisions. 
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
