TREASURER’S REPORT, YEAR ENDED 31ST MARCH 2011
The club made a deficit last year of £416, compared with a surplus of £612 the previous year. 

Income increased by £323 overall compared to the previous year, largely due to a £308 increase in table money due to a small increase in Monday evening attendances to an average of 12.7 tables this year compared with 12.3 tables last year and 12.0 in 2008/9, a pleasing trend. 

Expenditure increased by a net £1,351; there was an increase of £243 in additional table money due to SBBC due to the slightly higher average attendance. The increase of £244 in competition costs this year is due to Burnham hosting the annual friendly match between Burnham and Ascot last year. Expenditure on P2P/masterpoints increased by £570 due to the revised EBU charging structure, coupled with the higher average attendances. Sundry expenses of £167 in 2010/11 represented a director’s training course and the Scorebridge software required to run P2P.
In overall terms, the club’s finances still remain in a healthy position. As at the end of March, we held total funds of £4,555 (2010 - £4,971) after allowing for all provisions. As we will not be hosting the Ascot match in 2011/12, our position is unlikely to change substantially during the new financial year.
